All accessories can be fitted onto
telescopic tube. Connect telescopic tube into combination floor head.

Turn on/off

Insert power plug into mains socket. Turn on.
Turn vacuum cleaner on/off by pressing power switch on top of lid.

To use blower function, insert end of hose into blower function on top of bin lid.

Storage

e |t may not be plugged into the electrical socket correctly. Ensure that the plug is pushed into the
electrical socket securely.

e The motor thermostat may have tripped. Switch off and unplug the vacuum cleaner. Check the

unit for blockages and clean the filters. Leave the vacuum cleaner for 24 hours before switching the
vacuum cleaner back on.

Why does the vacuum cleaner cut out?

 The motor is equipped with a thermal cut out. If for any reason the unit should overheat, the
thermostat will automatically turn the unit off. Should this occur, unplug the vacuum cleaner from

the electrical socket and turn off the switch. Remove and empty dirt container. Check the hose for
blockages. Clean the filters. Allow the unit to cool for approximately 1 hour (if you have cleaned the
filtler you will need to wait 24 hours for the filters to dry before putting them back in the machine).
